The images themselves could show a wider and more ambitious range of creativity and technique and there are a few instances of what might be technical confusion in the pre-production (50 mm lens used to capture race cars with no explanation.) A lot of technical information is descriptive rather than analytical or explanatory, so it is sometimes a little difficult to actually gauge student's technical knowledge.
